Endangered land and freshwater verte-
brates in Southeast Asia.

Projected impact 2021–2025
We envision a number of Asian Species 
Action Partnership (ASAP) species (Critically 
Endangered land and freshwater verte-
brates found in Southeast Asia) will have 
benefited from effective conservation 
action. ASAP will have: created an enabling 
environment to catalyse effective conserva-
tion action for ASAP species, with a focus 
on those most neglected, and increased 
funding available for the conservation of 
ASAP species. ASAP Partners will be better 
able to improve conservation outcomes 
of ASAP species through enhanced skills 
and capabilities, with a growing number of 
conservation leaders ready to take on the 
challenges of species conservation. The 
conservation needs of ASAP species will be 
more widely understood and acknowledged 
and greater conservation action occurring 
with the increased awareness of the urgent 
need to end ASAP species extinctions.
