This rodent enters the Red List for the first time this year. Described in 2005,
the species is endemic to Madagascar. It seems likely to be confined to
LD E0DA  montane tropical forest in the region around Anjozorobe, with a narrow

EN altitudinal limit and a narrow range. Ongoing slash-and-burn activities are
resulting in habitat decline.
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The usual caveat applies, that changes in figures for each Red List category since last year are due to various reasons, including new
information being available since the last assessment and taxonomic changes resulting in a revised assessment, as well as genuine
changes in status.
